He referred to one of the Council Members who had links with Malta and felt that the Council should be considering the benefits which he suggested would accrue from twinning with similar organisations in Europe.

Longbridge Area Action Plan


Referring to the proposals for the development of the former MGRover site, Mr Trefor-Jones expressed concern that the developers appeared to be continuing to push for a large supermarket / town centre on the site which could have a detrimental effect on the local shopping centres in the Longbridge Area. Additionally, he expressed his frustration that the residents of Frankley were not consulted about the reinstatement of the Rail link and he considered that the case for the rail link and the effect of the proposed town centre should be made more strongly.

In response Mr Grey advised that he and Mr Carter constantly put forward Frankley’s view at the Longbridge Consultative Committee. He added that a statement setting out the Council’s concerns regarding the development had been forwarded to the Planning Inspector and that the Council was now waiting for notification from the Inspector regarding a date for the Enquiry. He advised that he was aware that both the City’s Planning and Regeneration Department and the Local MP were concerned at the Council’s statement which was critical of how the AAP process had been managed.
