Councillor Hollis reported that Lyttleton House was to be sold by auction at the Aston Villa Football Ground on 15th May.
Litter Bins – Frogmill Walk

Councillor Hollis referred to the appalling state of the two litter bins and the surrounding area behind Forestdale School on Frogmill Walk. Councillor Bruckshaw reported that he had been made aware of the situation and was taking steps to rectify it. The problem was that one of the bins was impossible to open and the key to the other had been replaced by a bolt. Additionally, it appeared that no department accepted responsibility for emptying the bins. However, both he and Councillor Carter planned to visit the location the next day and to attempt to empty the bins and clear the surrounding area.
