south birmingham bus review

Councillor Bruckshaw reported that it appeared that there was general satisfaction with the new bus routes. However, questions were being raised over the possibility of a bus stop on the 61 route on Boleyn Road/New Street; Centro had said that it would look into possibility.

Flooding

Councillor Bruckshaw stated that he was waiting for confirmation from City Officers re the flooding meeting which was scheduled to take place on Wednesday. Regarding the flood defences, it was anticipated that they would be installed during September.

Traffic Monitoring

Councillor Trefor-Jones referred to the number of traffic monitors around the Tessall Lane/Rubery Lane/Frogmill Road/New Street and questioned why they were in place. The Chairperson thought that they were checking traffic flow on to Frankley. However, the Clerk felt that they were possibly to do with ascertaining the traffic flow as part of the Egghill Development.
Speeding Motorcycles.

294
Councillor Trefor-Jones expressed concern regarding motorcycles speeding on Frogmill Road, Holly Hill Road and New Street. Although he had attempted to record the registration numbers of the bikes he had been unsuccessful. The Clerk reported that the Parish Council had received a number of complaints regarding these bikes and that he had written to the local police. Unfortunately, it appeared no action had been taken so far. Councillor Trefor-Jones was of the opinion that the registration of motorcycles had to be recorded so that they could be passed onto the police who were then able to track the owners down and issue caution.
