The original proposal had comprised bungalows fronting Frogmill Road where as the current application proposed three storey houses which would overlook properties on Frankley side of Frogmill Road.
Councillor Carter concerned that the proposed development could increase the risk of flooding at the junction of Tessall Lane and Frogmill Road which was already subject to flooding during heavy rain.

longbridge area action plan
279
The Chairperson stated that he and Councillor Bruckshaw had attended the recent meeting of the Longbridge Consultative Committee.  The Chairperson reported that there were still unresolved issues between St Modwen and the City over the use of No. 2 Devon Way. The buildings were empty and St Modwen wanted to convert them into offices. However the City was demanding further Construction Payments to allow the conversion and although the matter had been to court and the action lost by the City, the City was now appealing that decision.
Additionally, the Youth Centre had still not been built despite the original urgency to appropriate the necessary land. It had been reported that a Business Plan was required before the Big Lottery Fund would release the funding.

The funding for the refurbishment of Bromsgrove Station and the electrification of the line between Barnt Green and Bromsgrove had been withdrawn by the Government as part of the recent spending review. Additionally, it appeared that the proposed Park and Ride facility planned as part of the Transport Hub for Longbridge had also been abandoned.
Finally, the possibility of a large Superstore being built on the site had been briefly discussed but no specific details had been forthcoming.
frankley CENTRE regeneration

Clerk reported that the Planning Applications for the refurbishment of the Centre and the installation of the MUGA had been approved. The Plans for the Centre were currently with the developers, Waites, prior to the work starting in August. The Chairperson and the Clerk had talked to officers of the City and had reached agreement regarding the installation of 4 benches and a Parish Notice Board on the frontage of the shops.
south birmingham bus review
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The review completed and the revised routes registered with the Traffic Commissioners. Copies of the routes, which would be introduced on 25th July, were available for viewing at the Parish Office. Centro/Nation Express West Midlands having a meet the public event outside the Parish Office between 1000 hours and 1500 hours on Thursday 22nd July during which officers would answer residents’ questions and give out timetables.
